No welding
work or any other machining work is required to install SynCult. This means that the
manufacturer's guarantee for the Farmet short disc harrow retains full validity.

Economic liquid manure spreading

The integrated distributor ensures that liquid manure is homogenously distributed in
the discharge hoses of SynCult. These hoses guarantee trouble-free fertilisation due
to their precise positioning. The liquid manure outlet pipes place the liquid manure
directly in front of the discs, so that it can be spread directly with as little emissions
as possible. The SynCult spreading equipment reduces the number of vehicle
transits, saving time and costs.
